Things were looking bad for
King Ahaz of Jerusalem. He
was barely holding back an
attack from the armies of Aram
and Samaria. The situation be-
came so desperate that Ahaz
decided to appeal to the king of
Assyria for help. Like Ahaz, we
too can fear that we have to deal
with challenges of life all on our own. But God is always giving us signs of his presence
and his help. Some are subtle, like a beautiful sunrise, and others are more obvious, like
the faithfulness of a friend. And then there’s the dramatic sign that Isaiah gave Ahaz:

“The virgin shall conceive and bear a son and shall name him Emmanuel.” At Mass today,
you’ll be surrounded by signs: statues, a crucifix, an altar, and maybe a créche. And of
course, the greatest and most intimate of all signs: Jesus—present in the form of bread and
wine. He is a sign you not only see but one you can taste and touch. He is the sign that
redeems, heals, and restores. So don’t be like Ahaz. Welcome this sign. Take it into your
heart and soul.
