“PUBLISHER” 
Acts 5:31, 32 (KJV) 

“Him (Jesus) hath God exalted with his right hand to be a Prince and a Saviour (Gr. 
Soter – the delieverer; redeemer), for to give repentance (Gr. Metanoia – spiritual 
conversion) to Israel (God’s chosen people), and forgiveness of sins. And we are his 
witnesses (Gr. Martus - promoters of the testimony) of these things; and so is also the 
Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him.” 
 
 
PUBLISHER 

• A person or persons who publicly, formally, and/or officially promotes or 
publicizes the work of something or someone else 

 
Microsoft Publisher is software known and used for promotional purposes. Those who 
use this application use it to design graphical advertisement. This application allows the 
user to design business cards, flyers, postcards, newsletters, letterheads, and various other 
things which are used to promote a business or a brand. I believe it’s the same in the 
spiritual sense. We should be and become PUBLISHERS which promote and publicize 
the business and brand of God.

In the natural, people use MS Publisher to draw attention to their product. Again, it’s the 
same spiritually. When we become PUBLISHERS of Christ, we draw people to Him by 
what and how we advertise Him.

When using MS Publisher, the user has to follow the instructions when prompted, 
without shortcuts, to get the best outcome. And so it is spiritually. If we are going to be 
PUBLISHERS for Christ, we must follow the instructions given to us, when prompted 
without shortcuts.

So it is extremely important that you learn the PRODUCT (who He is) so 
you tell others about it (what He does). Let me remind you that your job as a 
PUBLISHER of Christ is to lead people to Him and not make this about you.

When we become PUBLISHERS of Christ, we must make sure our application help 
others establish a relationship with the application as well.
