· To attempt to find or the desire to obtain something from someone
Let me share with you today that seeking after God is simply to “crave after his presence; a setting of the mind, heart, and spirit on God”. Our attention and focus should be mainly on him and when our attention is mainly on him, we can then access what he has for us.
