Liopoy – what’s left or the rest of; the remnant), that are ready to die (Gr. Apothnesko – dying or have the potential to die): for I have NOT found thy works (Gr. Ergon – deeds; labour) perfect (Gr. Pleroo – completed; fully accomplished) before God.”

Let me open this lesson up by sharing with you today that one of the most tragic things we could ever do in life is to lose our will to fight. Why because when God created us, He gave us FIGHT so we could FINISH.
