“Restore (Heb. Shuwb - to refresh the state of) unto me the joy (Heb. Sasown - cheerfulness; gladness; excitement) of thy salvation (heb. Yesha - delivering power; liberty); and uphold me (Heb. Camak - to prop or lean on me to keep me up) with thy free (Heb. Naidyb - voluntary; willing) spirit.”

Remember God’s original plan, after man sinned in the garden, was to bring total restoration to us by sending His Son, Jesus to redeem us.
