Motion to acknowledge receipt of financial statements and pay the monthly bills for July was made by Gayle and seconded by David.  Roll Call: All yes.  
Public Speaks: 
None.

Fiscal:

Patty was contacted by a family stating they are having three of their family cemetery stones repaired by Ohio 

Monuments.  Council was glad to know the family is taking care to repair old gravestones. 

Street Committee: 
There was a discussion concerning the Good/Powell alleyway.  Judy has received complaints on the condition

of the alley from both parties.  David stated the Village is not responsible for the alley.  Scott will talk with the 

owners to see if an agreement can be reached, but also stated the Village does not maintain all the alleyways.  

David said the repair on the 4th Street ditch is complete.  A new pipe drain was installed and the ditch is 

plumbed to receive the water running off the hill from the church.  Scott talked about removing every other arborvitae

tree along 4th street to help the line of vision and allow the sun to dry up wet spots.  David was concerned that the 

removal may cause people to try to park along 4th street.  Judy and Scott said signs may have to be posted. Scott will 
get an estimate for the cost to remove some of the arborvitaes.

David removed the flags from 7th Street.   Scott and Davis trimmed several trees in the cemetery, removed the

scrub trees around the rose bushes, and re-set a stone along the roadway.

Safety Committee:
Scott is talking with a Michael Lane homeowner about the removal of trees blocking the line of vision for drivers along Michael Lane.   The trees are in the right of way and the Village can remove if necessary.  Scott said this is clearly a Zoning/Safety violation.  Doug stated the Village can remove any obstruction in a right of way that is causing a safety concern.

Scott will continue to work with Phil Haggerty on the water runoff issues. 
Planning Commission and Historic Preservation Commission:
The revised Zoning Ordinance and the revised Historic Preservation Ordinance are posted on the Village website.  ZoarVillage.net.  

The Planning Commission has changed their meeting times.  The PC will now meet every 2nd Monday of the month at 6:00PM, Town Hall.  

There will be a joint Planning Commission/Historic Preservation Commission meeting August 8th at 5PM, Town Hall.  Nathan Bevil of the Ohio Historic Preservation Office will answer questions.  Scott said Nathan has a lot of experience and provides assistance to Historic Preservation Commissions around the state of Ohio.

Mayor’s Notes:
The Army Corps of Engineers have completed the work on the relief wells.  

Funding for the levee has been approved.  Jon Ellasser and Scott will meet with Aaron Smith and his project team on August 8th to discuss the levee construction project. 
Council discussed the possibility of hiring a part-time maintenance person for the Village.  David said he could use
some help.  ZCA will be making changes at the end of this year, and Scott spoke with Jon Elsasser about 

combining forces and having ZCA maintenance help part-time with the Village.  Jon was receptive.  Scott will work 

on a job description.

Tri-State Tree service removed the spruce from the parking lot and the dead trees in the cemetery.  Scott said they did a very good job.  They also removed the storm damaged limb on 5th street at no charge.  

Scott received the diagnosis from the OSU Plant Diagnostic Lab in Columbus on the Juniper trees in the Zoar Garden.  The disease was a fungus known as Pestalotiopsis, which is very difficult to treat.  Mites and scale were also found.  Scott has scrubbed the trees with detergent and when weather breaks he will treat for mites and scale. Scott said this is also a very bad year for the Japanese beetle and fire blight.

The Tuscarawas County Health District continues testing for West Nile.  When a case is discovered, spraying in the area will begin. 

A special election will be held August 7th.  There is nothing on the ballot for Zoar.  

An agreement with Frontier was presented.  The agreement allows the Village use of Frontier poles for the street monitors at no charge to the Village.   David reviewed the agreement and made a motion to sign.  Hans seconded the motion.  Roll Call: All yes.
