Motion to acknowledge receipt of financial statements and pay the monthly bills for November was made by Kevin and seconded by Judy.  Roll Call: All yes.  
Public Speaks: 
Charlie Meiser briefed council on the runs for this year for the ZVFD.  He said there were a total of 10 runs; 2 were mutual aid with the City of Dover during the storms that brought trees down, and 8 were false alarms in the Historic buildings in Zoar.  Charlie said Rick is a big help with the alarms as he can get to the building and determine if the alarm is false and then contact 911 to waive the call.  Charlie said ZCA has called the alarm company to investigate the alarm system.  Of the 8 calls, 3 were at the Sewing House, 3 at the Zoar Store, and 2 at the Bimeler House.

Charlie said the ZVFD received a donation from the Bolivar Sportsman’s Club of $5,973.  He said these funds will be used for new hoses and couplings for the 1603 truck purchased from Baltic.  Scott asked if the 1603 truck had been through pump testing.  Charlie said the 1603 truck pump tested good.  
Fiscal:

Patty requested a motion to pay bills through the end of year and to engage Mary Ellen Gooding in budget/year 

end assistance.  Motion was made by Kevin and seconded by Judy.  All were in favor.

Patty asked Doug for assistance with a credit card ordinance that brings the Village in compliance with HB 312.  

Doug will research.  Patty explained to council the requirements of HB312.
Street Committee: 
David had a catch basin cover for East 3rd street custom made by the students at Buckeye Joint Vocational School.  He had a picture and shared with council.  All agreed the students did a very good job with the cover.

David trimmed the trees along the alley between 2nd and 3rd Streets.  Gayle and Joe thanked him saying he did a great job.  He also laid some 304 gravel in the alley.

Kevin had gravel laid in the alleyway behind his building.  David and Scott filled the potholes in the parking lot with large stone and covered with 304.
David has been working to fix the salt spreader.  He said the cost of a new motor is $455 but he believes he can find the parts and rebuild the bearings and seals for much less.  

David and Scott trimmed trees on 4th Street, Foltz Street, and behind the Fire Station.  

Safety Committee:
Kevin talked about the need to keep the sidewalk clear of ice and snow this season.  He said he is also on the list to clean the sidewalks now.  Rick is primary, then David, and if neither are available, Kevin will assist.  
Scott and David talked about whether the speed indicator signs should stay up all winter.  Everyone agreed the signs are making a substantial difference with the speed of the traffic through the Village.   David said his concern is that the ODOT snow plows may cause damage if stones are thrown from the plow.  Kevin asked if other Villages remove them for the winter months.  David said one of the monitors has a battery problem and his is working to get it replaced.  
Patty will call the Village insurance company and see if the monitors can be added to the policy.  

Planning Commission and Historic Preservation Commission:
Scott said we will have a 3rd not final reading on the Zoning Revision tonight.  He explained the following latest changes:

Page 20: Owner must be on site at all times for any air B&B.

Page 21 item V:  Current regulations require no exterior evidence of occupational use with the exemption of plants. It is proposed to allow the outdoor display of antiques within a list of certain constraints. 
Page 44:  Process for Zoning Citations/Violations.  1.) Zoning Notice 2.) Citation Warning (confirms violation) 3.) Citation with order to remedy 4.) Court order to have action taken by Village.  Scott said this method has shown to work well with the recent violations being corrected by notice only, with just one issuance of a citation to remedy.  
Scott said a Zoning notice can be done verbally or by regular mail.  Items 2 and 3 require a Certified Letter with return receipt.  If a Certified letter with return receipt is not accepted by the addressee, the Village can elect to send an additional letter by regular mail or post the letter on the property.   Doug said this is acceptable.  

Hans spoke of broadening the authority of Joe Cline as the Assistant to the Zoning Inspector.  Discussion concluded that the authority in place is effective.  
Doug emailed all the council the Rights of the Zoning Inspector concerning access to property.  The determination states the Zoning Inspector can request the owner access to their property but if the owner declines a court order to inspect the property is necessary. 
Kevin said there are several violations of the Jake Brake policy in the Village.   Scott will alert the Police Chief to watch for this.  

A handout for the recommendation list of properties for Historic Landmark Designation was distributed in this meeting package.  Three of the properties owners requested they be removed from consideration.  Scott said the owner can request this removal and the property is then placed in the status of “eligible for designation”.  Judy questioned why the Canal Tavern of Zoar was on the list given the property is not in the Village.  Scott explained that the Canal Tavern of Zoar is in the Zoar Historic District allowing it to be designated.  The Historic District does extend beyond the Village.   Kevin stated he does not agree with the directional signage the Canal Tavern of Zoar posted.  

Council discussed the recommendations from the HPC and Kevin made a motion to approve the list presented.  The motion was seconded by Gayle.  Roll Call: All yes.

Mayor’s Notes:
Council briefly discussed the trash removal contract saying the contract would be awarded at the December meeting.  
Julie Monroy from Kimble and Jason Lee from Kenstar were both present for discussion.   Both companies have presented council with their pricing and liability insurance policies.  
Scott said the USACE had the first public meeting.   He said Nathan White will have all documents on their website for review.   Website address is on minutes on package.   
Scott is still working on the bid estimates for tree removal in the Village.  Judy asked if the removal would be done this year.   Scott said yes. 

Zoar Connection had a meeting with a planner from the Akron area.   They are working on a draft that shows all the connections being proposed.  Scott said access to the trail head over the levy is not defined yet.   Gayle said access across the levy for visitors to the Village would be a great help keeping the visitors safe.  

There was a discussion of an email sent to all of council from Mark Gaynor.  Kevin said Judy was excluded from the email.  Kevin stated he is very angry with Judy’s exclusion and the content of the email.   Several council members had not yet read the email so discussion was tabled.
