ORDINANCE NO. 2410-E 

ORDINANCE REGULATING OPEN BURNING

IN THE VILLAGE OF OGDEN, ILLINOIS


WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Ogden, Champaign County, Illinois, has studied the problems of unregulated burning in the Village of Ogden, Champaign County, Illinois; and,


WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Ogden believes that there exists a need to enact regulations for the purpose of protecting the health, safety and welfare of the residents of the Village of Ogden, Champaign County, Illinois; and


WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees is authorized by the law to declare what conditions shall be nuisances within the Village of Ogden. 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Ogden, Champaign County, Illinois that Ordinance 9-11-03 be amended to provide as follows:

SECTION 1. OPEN BURNING:  All outdoor burning within the village shall be in accordance with the following restrictions and limitations:

A. Burning of any and all materials is prohibited except for grass     

clippings, tree limbs, leaves, flower/garden materials, and paper. Such material has to be grown upon or generated from trees, plants, bushes and shrubs growing upon their own property located within the Village of Ogden, Illinois.

B. Outdoor wood or charcoal and gas grills used for the purpose of  

cooking food for human consumption, recreational or campfires shall not be subject to the restrictions.
C. Burning of paints and hazardous materials is prohibited: No person, 

firm or corporation shall burn aerosol containers or any hazardous materials, including but not limited to oils, waste oil, paints, thinners, fertilizers, herbicides, insecticides, petroleum products, plastic articles, rubber products, petrochemical products or any volatile substance.


SECTION 2. HOURS OF BURNING:

A. No fire shall be set nor any burning continue except between sunrise 

and sunset and only when winds, dryness and other weather conditions are such that the fire can be contained, controlled and maintained in a manner that will not be likely to endanger, damage or injure any person, any building or other property.

B. The Police Chief, Fire Chief or Village President can prohibit open 
fires and/or all burning if he determines in his absolute discretion that drought, winds, weather, smoke, odors, public health and safety or other conditions justify cessation of fire otherwise in compliance of this Ordinance.


SECTION 3. BURNING RESTRICTIONS:

A. Burning shall be restricted to: private property and not on any Village  

public parkway, terrace, street, alley, curb, gutter, sidewalk, park, or easement, with the exception of leaf burning in the months of October 1st to December 15th and then ONLY ON ROCKED PARKWAYS or private property. 
B. Burning shall be no closer than 20 feet to any building, vehicle or other property likely to be endangered thereby and not closer than 10 feet of any tree or bush. 
C. All fires shall be personally attended at all times by an adult owner or occupant of the property upon which burning is taking place or by another adult designated and authorized by such owner or occupant.

SECTION 4. EMERGENCY BURNING BAN:  In the event of extreme weather conditions or other necessary circumstances, the President and Board of Trustees may, by resolution, temporarily ban all outdoor burning until such time as the President and Board of Trustees pass a resolution canceling such ban except for supervised outdoor cooking.

SECTION 5. VIOLATIONS:  All actions in violation of this Ordinance are hereby determined and defined to constitute a public nuisance and it is in the public interest that such nuisance be prohibited and if they occur in violation of this Ordinance, that they be abated by the Village through appropriate judicial order. Each day that said Ordinance violation continues may be deemed a separate violation.

SECTION 6. ENFORCEMENT/EXTINGUISHING FIRES: The Village Police Department, other Police Officers, Village Officials and/or employees/personal have authority to enforce this ordinance by issuance of notice of violation or a complaint. A citation may be issued by the Ogden Police Department. The violator is liable to the village or local fire department for extinguishing any illegal fires. 

SECTION 7. FINE: Any person, firm or corporation who violates the terms of this ordinance shall be punished with Class “B” fine for each violation. Prosecution of violations may be conducted in the name of the village by the Village Attorney in any cause having jurisdiction thereof.
SECTION 8. FALSE REPORTING: All reports of any violations of the Burn Ordinance will be investigated. Please be aware that false reports can result in criminal charges against you for filing a false report.
