	Overview
	Each group will design a Café that can be opened in the community.  The students can design from scratch and create a new build or find building that can be rebuilt.  The students will assign job roles to each other and each group will have their own set of responsibilities.  The idea for the project is that they will you use their thinking, designing and presentation skills.  They should be using their imagination on this project as to what the cafe should look like through their video, posters and designs. Students will present their ideas to staff.  

Students should have a clear understanding of what Fairtrade is and how it affects countries.  This should be explained in the presentation.  They should have an advert (TV and Poster), floor plans, and selection of choose furniture and fittings.  Menus which has nutritional value and using commodities that are Fairtrade.  Make sure the students practice their presentation before this is done in front of staff.  The to do list should be completed by the coach and this can be used as a guideline as to what students are doing.  All students must complete the evaluation at the end of the project.
Make sure the students research different type’s ideas for all areas and not do the first one they come up with.
If more time is needed for the project please let me know.  We can go up to 8 weeks with this.  It is important that they think their ideas trough and not rush the project.
