	Overview
	Each group will be required to create a short film to add into a presentation. Starting off with two countries (e.g Spain and Australia) that are not alike in culture, tradition, values, fashion or food.  Students will explore these two countries and gather information to give them a greater understanding of different cultures and traditions. Students should research the history of the country in order to have a better understanding of what should go in the film. 

	Driving question
	How do people live in other countries?

	End product
	Finished videos for World Day where the films will be shown in an assembly or film festival.  The end project will be a film about fashion, buildings, food and culture on two different countries, you may wish to add to these categories or take some away based around your curriculum e.g. students who study history may wish to comment on interesting facts from the history of their chosen countries. The groups should be divided into 4 and film what they found on each section.  The film is recommended to be 4 minutes. Filming can be done on any available filming equipment the school has, e.g. teachers ipads, school cameras etc, it is recommended that students not be allowed to film it on their phones. Teachers should not film students or allow students to film each other on teachers personal devices. Each video can be dropped into a PowerPoint for a final presentation of videos.

	Organisation
	A 4 minute film based on different country.
The class is divided into 4 groups investigating chosen area. 
Extension Work: Students can create timelines, posters, leaflets and booklets about what they understand about the different cultures from their chosen country?


	Time (estimated hours)
	4 weeks if split into 2 sessions per week. Other durations are possible dependent on time available.

	Engagement
	Students will be able to explore the different cultures, think about the differences between those countries and relate it to their current country and lifestyle. This will provide students with insights regarding how life is seen, lived and how culture influences you and your choices in life in the countries mentioned.
