A Message 
From God

“Your love O Lord reaches to the 
heavens, your faithfulness to the skies. 
Your righteousness is like the mighty 
mountains, your justice like the great 
deep. O Lord, you preserve both man 
and beast. How priceless is your 
unfailing love !!” (Psalm 36)

Read the Bible daily. Attend church. Be 
the person God wants you to be !!
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There is no greater love than this: 
That a man would lay down his 
life for his friends. (John 15:13)

And this is what Jesus did for us. For 
you, for me and for everyone else that 
calls on His name. He sacrificed Himself 
to a death on a cross so that we can 
have eternal life with God, our Father, in 
Heaven.

Why did he do this?
Because God so loved the world that 

he gave his only Son so that whoever 
believes in him shall not perish, but have 
eternal life (John 3:16).

But does God love me too?
He does. In fact he loves everyone, 

especiallly those who love Him. The bible 
says that all who call on Him shall be 
saved and that whoever asks Him shall 
have the right to be called children of God. 

What if I've been Bad?
That's ok. For the bible tells us that 

“...neither death nor life, nor angels nor 
rulers, nor things present nor things to 
come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, 
nor anything else in all creation, will be 
able to separate us from the love of God 
in Christ Jesus our Lord.” [Romans 8:38-
39 (ESV)].

How can I see God?
It's simple. You just need to accept 

Jesus Christ into your heart. You can do 
this by asking Him with the following 
prayer:

Heavenly Father, I confess that Jesus 
is Lord and believe in my heart that You 
raised him from the dead. I willingly 
accept the sacrifice that Jesus made for 
me and ask you to fill me with your Holy 
Spirit. Thank you for saving me.  Amen.

If you say this prayer out loud, and 
mean it in your heart, your place in Heaven 
is assured.
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
