Dear Parents and Guardians,


Because your child’s success in school depends in large part on working in an environment that is safe and caring, we are using a classroom discipline plan and homework policy that includes rules to guide every student in making responsible choices about his or her behavior. The plan below outlines our expectations, rules, and policy regarding homework. Please be advised that some of the policies have been revised!
Expectations/Rules:

· Arrive at school before 7:45am and be prepared with proper supplies and materials.

· Cell phones and/or electronics are forbidden during the school day (including during lunch/recess).  If you have them, they MUST BE TURNED OFF and put in backpacks before you enter the building until you leave the building.  Electronic devices will be confiscated immediately and can only be retrieved by a parent/guardian in the office after 2:45pm.

· Perform to the best of your ability.

· Complete all assignments neatly and hand them in on time.

· Walk quietly through the halls.

· Demonstrate appropriate behavior toward everyone and everything.

· Dress according to the uniform policy.
· No gum allowed in school.

· Obey all school rules/regulations/policies.
Consequences for Infractions of the Rules/Policies Relating to Unacceptable Behavior:

· NO WARNINGS will be given to students this year. Each week, infractions of the rules in the following categories will be noted: UNIFORM, SCHOOL WORK, BEHAVIOR. A student who has violated any of the rules in these areas will NOT be allowed to participate in the TEAM ACTIVITY for that week. If multiple infractions of the rules occur during the same week, the parent/guardian will be contacted. 
Homework Policy:
· All assignments are to be neat, complete, and turned in on time.

· Students will receive a 0% if the homework is not turned in on the date it is due unless a student brings a note of explanation from the parent. The teacher can then allow the student to turn in the assignment on the next school day. 

· All students are responsible for completing homework missed due to an absence. For a list of assignments given during an absence, the returning student must ask the teacher for a “While You Were Out” form. The student will then be given the appropriate amount of time to complete the assignments.
Your child has been thoroughly informed of these policies.  Please review them together at home, sign the letter, and have your child return this letter to school by MONDAY, September 10. It will be kept in the student’s Report Card folder.  Our goal is to work with you to ensure your child’s success this year.  Thank you for your cooperation and support.
