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50% off at door if dressed in costume!!
WOMEN:

A dirndl-type outfit can be made by putting these items together; try not to deviate from this plan, your outfit will look less and less

authentic. White peasant-style top (not a button down dress shirt), these can easily be found at ragstock etc. Black, red, dark green, brown,

or bavarian (think sky) blue cotton A-line or circle skirt; can be knee to floor-length. If you want, you can find poofy tulle skirts at

ragstock or other costume places to wear under you skirt to make it more bouncy.

A black or brown corset (not the lingerie type) can also be added to your outfit. The most authentic looking would probably be some sort of

velvet or felt material. Often, tights are not worn, but white or black would probably be ok if you really don’t want to show your legs.

Knee socks are also ok, but I would go with white over black. Shoes should be black or brown leather; mary-janes or clogs (think danskos)

MEN:

White dress shirt, long or short sleeve. Brown or black or dark green pants, flat front. Not necessarily dress pants, but dockers-style is

better. Carhartts without many pockets would also be okay, but pants color should be no lighter brown than that. Socks should be white,

grey, light brown, hunter green, or oatmeal. They should be dress socks, you will cuff your pants and they will show. Shoes should be black

or brown leather. Brown leather boots are also okay, think irish setter hunting boots. Suspenders are welcome and encouraged! Solid colors

though, nothing crazy. If you’ve got a felt hat, wear it!
