DISSERTATION

My dissertation offers a revision of the recent theoretical approaches to historicizing politics in the English Renaissance.  Through a close examination of texts on and by Elizabeth I – letters, speeches, prayers – and plays by Christopher Marlowe and John Lyly, the dissertation provides a historically situated study of how these two playwrights attempted to please their queen.  Lyly, I argue, tries to win Elizabeth’s favor, but fails, while Marlowe, in trying to be subversive, reveals himself instead to be deeply traditional.

ENGL 442/335:  Shakespeare.  Open to graduate and undergraduate enrollees.  Focused primarily on a historical survey of the drama including Henry V, The Tempest, Hamlet, Titus Andronicus, Twelfth Night, As You Like It, Measure for Measure, Macbeth, Richard III, and Taming of the Shrew.   Purdue University North Central Campus, and UWRF, 2003-2009. 

ENGL 331:  Survey of British Literature I.  Overview of British literature, culture and history from the Anglo-Saxon period to the eighteenth century including Beowulf, The Dream of the Rood, Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, and works by Shakespeare, Milton, Swift and Johnson.  UWRF, 2006-2009. 
ENGL 253:  Introduction to Literary Studies.  Designed as a gateway to the remainder of English Majors’ studies in literature, and requiring the internalization of informed narrative of British and American literary history; an understanding of major critical schools; and an ability to interrogate and analyze literary texts.  UWRF, 2005-2007.  

ENGL 241:  Human Issues in Literature / Literature and the Human Experience.  A multi-genre and multi-period course focusing on texts that engage issues affecting all humans.  The course required the analysis of texts for larger human significance.  UWRF, 2006-2009.

ENGL 237:  Introduction to Poetry.  Survey of poetry from the sixteenth century on, beginning with Shakespeare’s sonnets.  Purdue University, 2003; UWRF, 2009.

ENGL 230:  Great Narrative Works.  Survey of narrative works from Homer’s Odyssey and Beowulf to Camus’ The Stranger and Garcia Marquez’s One Hundred Years of Solitude.  Purdue University, 2002.
