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Introduction:
In front of a delicatessen, an art connoisseur noticed a mangy little kitten lapping up milk from a saucer. The saucer, he realized with awe, was a rare and precious piece of pottery. 

He strolled into the store and offered two dollars for the cat. "It's 

not for sale," said the store owner. 

"Look," said the collector, "that cat is dirty and undesirable, but 

I'm eccentric. I like cats that way. I'll raise my offer to ten 

dollars." "It's a deal," said the store owner, and pocketed the ten on the spot. 

"For that sum I'm sure you won't mind throwing in the saucer," said the art connoisseur. "The kitten seems so happy drinking from it."

"That's my lucky saucer. From that saucer, so far this week I've sold 34 cats."
As you might expect, pottery was a staple of the ancient Biblical world of arts also.  As a matter of fact, there are even a few references to pottery in the Bible.  For example, God used the potter as an illustration to Israel in Jeremiah 18 .  Turn there and lets see
Jeremiah 18:1-4 (NLT)

1 The Lord gave another message to Jeremiah. He said,

2 “Go down to the shop where clay pots and jars are made. I will speak to you while you are there.”
God then goes on to say, “Just like that, you are like the clay in my hand.  Like a potter who determines the shape, size, and purpose of a piece of pottery, I am shaping you… even if it means crushing you and starting over.
God’s purpose for my life is not just a destination, it’s a journey.  My Purpose in life is more a process than a place.  In fact, one of the threats to fulfilling God’s purpose is becoming too far sighted (focusing only on my final destination), and forget that there are divine moments happening right now in front of us.  And it’s my decision to make the most out of those divine moments that determine whether or not I become all God made me to be.
How do I make sure I make the most out of those moments?  
For the answer, let’s look at
Romans 9:20-23 (NLT), “…Who are you, a mere human being, to criticize God? Should the thing that was created say to the one who made it, “Why have you made me like this?” When a potter makes jars out of clay, doesn’t he have a right to use the same lump of clay to make one jar for decoration and another to throw garbage into? God has every right to exercise his judgment and his power, but he also has the right to be very patient with those who are the objects of his judgment and are fit only for destruction. He also has the right to pour out the riches of his glory upon those he prepared to be the objects of his mercy…”
How do I live out my God’s plan for my life today?
