The Power From The Past November 5, 2018 board meeting was held at Peace In The Valley Lutheran Church, 551 S. J 6 Ranch Road in Benson.  The meeting was called to order at 6:06 PM by President Lyle Rasmussen followed by the pledge of allegiance.   There were 7 board members, and 22 club members present.
The Secretary and Treasurer’s reports were both read and approved by the board with one correction to the Secretary’s report: The report stated there were two membership renewals at Tombstone Helldorado Days.  There was one renewal, and one new membership.
Liz Amatuli announced from the floor that she and Lance were donating the cost of the burgers and hotdogs for Helldorado Days to the club.  Many thanks to them for their generosity.

Care Report:  Phyliss Stevens shared there was nothing new to report.  Seth shared that Dave Suter had been hospitalized but was now recovering at home.
Old Business:  
Sahuarita Pecan Festival Planning:

The event is November 10th.  Jerry Hayes provided a detailed report on event preparation with most items complete.  Final work party will be Friday, November 9th to finish up the last details.  Entry will be by the retention pond, NOT through the access road by the tanks due to construction.  The farm requested the club be up and running by 9AM on the 10th.
Drivers meeting for the pull will be at 10:30AM.  Start time will be announced then.  Garden tractors will pull first, followed by the large tractors.

Arizona Rangers will be on site for security.

Old Tucson Updates:
Ruth reported that Seth had completed the health permit for ice cream.  She also provided a detailed report on logistics.  Set up can start Wednesday, November 21st, but no setup on Thanksgiving day as they will be closed. Entry will be through the employee entrance just past the main entrance.  Ice cream will be by the Silverlake area.  Security will provide info on all other setup areas. Setup must be complete no later than 9AM Friday the 23rd.  Parking for trucks and trailers will be at the back of the main lot. 
Christmas Celebration in Benson:
Jim White reported that the 86 Café can cater the event for $18.00 per person.  Discussion centered on finding a less expensive option.  Virgil Schmidt will contact last year’s caterer to see if they are available.  Lyle stated he would follow up with board members via phone if needed to work out caterer details as time is short. The club will charge $10.00 per person.

The dinner will be from 2, to 6PM at the Benson Senior Center.  Members are requested to bring canned goods for the Benson Food Bank.  There will also be a 50/50 raffle with half the proceeds donated to the food bank.
Parade will follow at 6PM.  Jim White arranged for parking at the school instead of the dirt lot at the west end of Union so we won’t be traveling so far in the dark to load after the parade.

Western Engine Cost/Fundraising:

Lyle discussed long term fundraising to sustain Western maintenance and transportation costs.  Jim Fieber provided a detailed club expense sheet along wih a “Request For Donation” form letter the club could use to solicit donations from organizations we support such as Apple Annie’s.  There would be a follow-up letter showing we are a 501-C non-profit organization.

It was moved and seconded to raise club dues to $30 with a provision to grandfather those members who have already paid their 2019 dues.  Motion approved by the board.
New Business:
Potential PFTP February show at the Pecan Farm.  Discussion centered on capturing the snowbird audience.  More to follow.
There will be a quick board meeting at the Christmas dinner with the next full board meeting on January 7th, 2019 at Peace In The Valley Lutheran Church in Benson.

It was announced from the floor that everyone had a great time at the Green Valley White Elephant Parade.
