· St. Mary’s Community Services Ministry:  We have someone who is praying about being the chairperson for this ministry.

Whenever a revision is required, it will be added to the “Pending Revision” sheet (Page 10), which will be e-mailed out to everyone to replace with the current sheet. The document will be revised when there are sufficient revisions to warrant it.

· October Ministry Fair:  We have postponed the Saturday, October 22nd Ministry Fair & Harvest Festival from 5-8 p.m. due to the unavailability of space.  Liaisons were asked to inform their ministries.   Suggestions were given on how we can get more parishioners involved in Ministry, such as, having each ministry talk at weekend Masses, creating videos about each ministry, and  holding a combined Ministry Fair in the spring,  However, we feel approaching parishioners directly ( the ‘personal touch’) is probably the best way of  getting our parishioners involved in ministry.  
· Tri-Parish Executive Committee (what the Pastoral Council is calling the committee):  Sandy Roberts gave an update on the June 8th meeting.   The six members (two from each parish; one of which is a Trustee) are Sandy Roberts & Lew Troast from St. Mary’s; Mickey MacAdam & Ed Karl from St. Francis; and two from St. Matthew’s. Members were asked to get attendance information for their Masses and think about changes in the Mass schedule if we ever came down to having one priest. Per Father Sean, if ever that time arrives and the priest is unavailable to say Mass, the Diocesan office is to be called for a substitute priest.  If there is not sufficient time, Mass would have to be cancelled. Sandy said Father did not want a prayer/communion service held in place of the cancelled Mass.  Sandy will convey to Father Sean our thoughts and concerns. 
· PC Meeting Day Change:  We voted on changing our monthly meeting to Tuesdays starting in July. The meeting calendar for 2016-2017 will be submitted at the July meeting for approval.
