Each autumn, monarch butterflies across the
eastern and central United States fly south for
the winter. They reappear every spring. In 1975,
a Canadian scientist located the winter home of
the monarchs in the Sierra Madre Mountains of
central Mexico. In just 60 square miles there are
14 colonies of monarchs, or about 150 million of
these regal creatures. They turn the sky orange
and black and cover the trunks of trees, and
branches bend under their weight.

When word of this wondrous place spread, it
began to attract sightseers. By the early 1980s,
thousands of tourists were visiting the area every
weekend from December through March. They
filled the monarchs’ home with litter and stuffed
butterflies into plastic bags as souvenirs. Local '
residents, seeing an economic opportunity,
began to supply small wood and glass cases
with monarchs mounted inside.

As tourism brought development, the threat
to the monarchs became even more severe.
The region’s growth created a need for wood,
and local residents increased logging in the
forest where the monarch colonies lived. In
1986, Mexico’s government created a preserve
to protect 5 of the 14 colonies. But the owners
of the land received little compensation for the
loss of their timber resources; illegal logging
continues today in the area that is supposed to
shelter the monarchs.
