intervention

Annexation one country adds all or part of the territory of another country to its own territory, can be accomplished
by agreement or by mllltary action

Colonialism formal control by one nation over another with the loss of identity and independence by the nation being
) controlled; contrast with protectorate

Cultural pushing a form of government, lifestyle, values, or other parts of a culture on another people; does not

imperialism require conquest or political control

Dependent colony in which a few officials of the controlling nation rule the population of the controlled people;

colony contrast with settlement colony

Military one nation uses force in the territory of ancther, not to conquer it, but to control events there; troops

are usually uninvited, but the weaker country may be pressured to “invite” intervention

Neo- one country exploits the natural resources of another, uses its people for labor, takes unfair advantage
imperialism of investment opportunities, or uses it as a market to dump surplus products, sometimes called
economic imperialism
Protectorate arrangement in which a stronger country protects a weaker one: the weaker country retains its identity
as a nation, but the stronger country takes full or partial control of its affairs; contrast with colonialism
Settlement colony in which large numbers of people from the controliing nation occupy the land of the controlled
