In 1963, more than 200,000 people gathered in Washington, D.C., in what became
known as the March on Washington. There civil rights leader Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
gave his now-famous “i Have a Dream” speech. He called for America to live out the
ideals of the Declaration of Independence, which states that “all men are created equal”
The march was a huge success. The 24th Amendment was added to the Constitution
in January 1964. it stated: “The right of citizens of the United States to vote . . . shall not
be denied . . . by reason of failure to pay any poll tax or other tax.” The Civil Rights Act of
1964 banned racial discrimination in employment and public accommodations.

Some Americans, however, resisted these changes. Throughout the South, people
who tried to register African Americans to vote were arrested or beaten. In early 1965,
Alabama police attacked a peaceful march for civil rights. They beat the marchers and
sprayed them with téar gas. In response, Congress passed the Voting Rights Act of
1965. This law established harsh penalties for interfering with voting and put voter
registration under federal control. Within a few years of the passage of this law, more
than halif of voting-age African Americans in the South had registered to vote.
