Study Hall

Grades 7-12*
Study Hall periods are provided during each class period between 9:00 and 3:30.  There is no study hall between 3:30-4:30.  Students who have a gap between classes may register for study hall.  If they choose not to register, they should indicate, “home” on their registration form.  These students will be expected to leave campus during that period.

Each session is one day only.  Students may choose one or multiple study halls.  The fee for each session is $5 per month.  These fees will no longer be collected in one lump sum at the beginning of the year, but will be paid directly to the study hall tutor on a monthly basis.  For grades 7-12 only.  Please not that study hall has a maximum number of students.  When that maximum is met, the course will be closed.

Rules and Expectations

1. Students are expected to be honoring and respectful of the study hall tutors.

2. The student or parent must provide advanced notice of a student's pending absence.  In the event that no notice is received, the tutor will communicate with parent by e-mail or phone call.

3. Internet use is to be limited to studying purposes only.  Social media and video streaming will not be permitted on any device.  Music and gaming that do not require the use of the internet will be allowed with the use of ear buds. Texting is allowed for essential communication with parents or guardians only.  

4. Students are required to be on time for their study hall periods.

5. Low volume talking will be permitted during the first and last 10 minutes of the study hall period.   For the majority of the study hall period a “Library” whisper policy will be observed.  This is to ensure that students have a quiet room that is conducive to studying and that other classes that are in session are not disturbed. 

6. Students are expected to remain in their study hall classes for the full duration of the period. Students are given 5 minutes between each class period in order to make the transition to their next class.  During this time students are welcome to chat with friends.   

7. Congregating in the hallway, lobby, parking lot, or other areas of the church grounds are not permitted during class times.

8. Use of the vending machine is prohibited during the study hall period.

9. As with any other class offered at Arete, students participating in study halls will be issued orange card warnings for inappropriate behavior and not adhering to the outlined study hall rules.
