
American Sign Language (ASL) 2
Description:  This course further develops American Sign Language receptive and expressive skills. It continues the study of ASL vocabulary, sentence structures, grammar, and Deaf culture.  

Using Signing Naturally Level 2, students learn to locate things around the house, ask for solutions to everyday problems, tell about life events, describe objects, and talk about weekend activities.
This course is equivalent to one high school foreign language credit.
