Using Nutrition To Fight Cancer Formation
Instructions: Read the book excerpt, Anti-Cancer: The New Way of Life by David Servan-Schreiber, carefully. The excerpt is found on the assignment page of the course website under Biol 2302. Write a concise 1-2 page commentary-style paper consisting of exactly 3 paragraphs typed in MS Word (do not go over 2 pages; do not add an Intro and Summary paragraph – only 3 body paragraphs because this is a scientific/technical paper). Your format for the paper should be single-spaced paragraphs. Place a double-space between paragraphs. Use a 12pt font such as Arial, Helvetica or Times-Roman. No references are needed. The title of your paper is “Using Nutrition to Fight Cancer Formation”.
In the paper, address the following content thoroughly but succinctly:

Paragraph 1.    Explain the correlation between sugar and cancer. Include some examples 


of supporting research that are mentioned. How does this apply to our 


diets here in North America? Has this new information impacted you in 


any way? Explain.

Paragraph 2. 
 Explain what has happened to the diet of modern cows and chickens. 


How does their altered diet, in turn, affect ours? Also, discuss the effect of 

treating cows with hormones like estradrol and zeranol and how this 


effects human consumption of beef and milk.

Paragraph 3.    According to the reading, which is more dangerous to consume – butter or 

margarine? Explain. Which do you typically consume? Are you going to 


stay with what you currently use or change? Explain.

Additionally, the paper must have a title page stapled on top of the paper (NOTE: a stapler is generally not in the classroom so please have this step done ahead of time). The paper must be stapled and may not be turned in with paper clips. Center & mid-page on this title page, place your first and last name, course and number (i.e., Biol 2302), day/time of class meetings (MW 11:00am – 12:15pm), and title of paper (as shown in the first paragraph of this document). 

Please note, I do not accept email submissions. You must turn in a hard copy (i.e., already printed out). I do not accept late papers. Do not bring your paper to my office. It must be turned in during class time on the appropriate day & time that I have assigned as the due date.
