PINECREST TOWNHOUSE ASSOCIATION REVISED POLICIES

LATE FEE POLICY 2012

1. All Association dues are due on the 1st of each month.

2. If a payment is post dated after the 9th, a late fee of $25 will be added to a co-owners account.

PET POLICY 2012

3. All pets shall have such care and restraint so as not to be obnoxious or offensive on account of noise, odor or unsanitary conditions.

4. No animal is permitted to run loose at any time outside of unit. (On common elements) (This includes cats)

5. All animals shall be leashed and attended by some responsible person while on the common elements, limited or general.

6. If your pet defecates on the common area then you are responsible for picking up after your pet.

7. No other animal shall be kept except household pets.

8. All pet owners must conform to all City of East Lansing ordinances. (Dogs must be licensed)

Failure to follow this policy:

A. A letter of warning will be mailed to the co-owner advising them of the alleged violation.

B. The co-owner will be given 15 days from the receipt of the warning to correct the situation or a fine of $65.00 will be charged to their account.

C. Fees will be applied each subsequent month until the situation has been resolved.

This information is from Fines and Restrictions as stated in the bylaws Article X Section 10.5.

CLUBHOUSE AND POOL POLICY 2012

Clubhouse
The Clubhouse and Pool are the property of each co-owner. They should be protected and treated as we would any property that we are proud to own. Each co-owner/resident should introduce themselves to people using the Pool and the Clubhouse. If you don’t recognize them, it is O.K. to ask which condo they live in, especially if a key is not visible.

1. Clubhouse use is limited to members of the Pinecrest Townhouse Association (co-owners and residents), and is to be used for personal or organizational needs only.

2. Use of Clubhouse by tenants (non-co-owners) is not allowed, unless the co-owner relinquishes their full rights to this facility while their condominium is leased.

3. Anyone reserving the Clubhouse must have signed up to use it in advance. Last-minute reservations are acceptable, but co-owner must enter their name in the Reservation Book, along with the date and time they plan to use it.

4. Monthly Association fees MUST be current to reserve the Clubhouse.

5. Co-owner must be in attendance at all times at any event reserved in her/his name.

6. No children under the age of 18 shall be allowed to use the Clubhouse facilities without adult supervision.

7. Overnight stay is not permitted in the clubhouse unless prior approved by the Board of Directors.

8. Co-owner will be responsible for the conduct, behavior and demeanor of all guests and will assume all responsibility for any misconduct or damage to the Clubhouse and grounds as a result of use of the Clubhouse.

9. The Clubhouse is a smoke free building. All smoking must be outside and all cigarette butts left in exterior containers on the Clubhouse grounds must be cleaned up following a reserved event.

10. Consumption of alcoholic beverages is permitted in the Clubhouse; however, the co-owner assumes all responsibility for any misuse of alcohol by themselves or their guests. No alcohol can be served to under-aged guests. All alcohol and empty alcoholic beverage containers must be removed from the premises following the reserved event.

11. The use of the Clubhouse or Pool must not disturb other co-owners. Loud singing, amplified music, boisterous talk and other disturbing noises are prohibited.

12. If the Clubhouse is ever found to be in unsatisfactory condition, co​owner/resident should report findings immediately in writing to a Board Member or to the Management Company.

13. When leaving the Clubhouse, co-owner/resident must see that the kitchen, restrooms and the entire building is cleaned to its original condition. NOTE: The co-owner is responsible for supplying all cleaning materials (mop, trash bags, paper towel, toilet tissue, cleaners, etc.) Vacuum cleaners are provided in the Clubhouse.

14. All Clubhouse furnishings must be returned to the positions in which they were found.

15. All trash must be removed from the Clubhouse. 

16. All lights must be turned off, all blinds opened and all doors locked when leaving the Clubhouse following a reserved event.

17. Co-owners/residents shall be charged a fee of $25 to use the Clubhouse. Co-owner will be notified and invoiced for any damages incurred during their use.

18. The Clubhouse should never be left unlocked, unless there is a sales person on-site.

Pool
19. Pool may only be used between the hours of 9:00 AM and 11:00 PM.

20. Glass is not permitted in the Pool area. Food and beverages are permitted but co-owners must leave the Pool area clean. Alcohol is NOT permitted within the pool area.

21. Pool cannot be reserved.

22. Children under the age of 16 shall be supervised by an adult.

23. Family and guests of co-owners and Residents are allowed to use the Pool; however the co-owner/resident must be present when family and guests are using the pool.

24. Co-owner will be responsible for the conduct, behavior and demeanor of their invited family and guests and will assume all responsibility for any misconduct or damage to the Pool area caused by their invited guests.

25. Pool gate shall be locked at all times.

Failure to follow this policy:

The Board of Directors may revoke or restrict a co-owner’ rights to use the Clubhouse or Pool when a rule is violated as indicated below, or in any way that they deem appropriate:

A. First offense: A written warning will be issued by the Pinecrest Association’s Board of Directors and/or the management company.

B. Second offense: Co-owner/resident will be fined up to $100.

C. Third offense: Co-owner will be fined up to $200 and will lose rights to use the Clubhouse/Pool for a period of six (6) months.

NOTE: These fines are in addition to any fines assessed for damages incurred to the clubhouse during co-owner’s use.

Property Beautification and Landscape Policies

26. Co-owners are encouraged to beautify and landscape community property around their unit.

27. It is preferred that co-owners maintain areas around their unit to their liking in a way that expresses their individuality and landscaping preferences.

28. f co-owners are unable or unwilling to landscape community property around their particular unit, they may request that the Association take on those responsibilities.

29. f a co-owner lets community property around their unit fall into disrepair or become unsightly, the Association will begin beautification of that community property.

30. Trash or refuse of any kind is NOT to be kept on community property. If this becomes a problem, the Association will request that the co-owner rectify the problem immediately.

31. Remember, we all co-own the Association property and want it to be a pleasant and enjoyable sight for everyone!
