    Dear Friends in Christ, the return of our children to their respective 
school marks not only the official beginning of another school year, 
but the unofficial start of activities in our parish community.  The 
RCIA program, children sacramental preparation programs, music 

ministries, prayer groups, etc., once again begin their normal rhythmic pat-
terns.  We, the pastoral team – Fr. Ravi, Enza Lamberti, Remy Flores and myself – 
are collectively excited about the upcoming year because of the many new initia-
tives planned for the parish.  My hope is that, after prayerful reflection, you will 
consider in joining them either as a participant/volunteer.  The success of any initi-
ative is always contingent on your involvement. 
    I would like to take this opportunity to introduce the newest member of our pas-
toral team, Brother Henry Liu, who is a seminarian studying for the Archdiocese of 
Toronto.  The formation program to the priesthood at St. Augustine’s Seminary con-
sists of the successful completion of a four-year theological program and a one-year 
pastoral internship period at an assigned parish.  We are fortunate to have Henry 
assigned to our community and he will be doing his internship placement in our 
parish from September 2017 - July 2018. 
     Henry was born in San Francisco, California twenty-eight years ago.  His family 
moved to Hong Kong when Henry was still an infant and they immigrated to Toron-
to six years later.  Henry (who can communicate in Mandarin) is fluent in English 
and Cantonese.  He has a Bachelor degree in Philosophy.  His friends describe him 
as being extremely friendly and he has many interests including sports, cooking 
and eating all types of culinary cuisines (so do not be afraid to invite him over for 
dinner since he is willing to try anything).  Although Henry grew up in the North 
York/Markham regions, he is excited to explore and discover the unfamiliar sights 
and sounds of Malton.   
    I kindly ask you to please warmly and affectionately embrace Brother Henry as 
he begins his internship placement at our parish this week.  In addition, please keep 
Henry and the other seminarians studying at St. Augustine’s Seminary or assigned 
to various parishes in your prayers, as they continue to discern God’s call to the 
priesthood.

Quante volte devo perdonare? Buon senso, opportunità, 
giustizia umana sono termini insufficienti per comprendere 
adeguatamente la morale cristiana; e non solo perché Cristo è 
venuto a perfezionare la legge. “Occhio per occhio e dente per 
dente”, come fu detto agli antichi è una norma che Cristo, nella 
sua autorità di legislatore supremo, dichiara superata. Ma c’è 
qualche cosa di più. Dopo la morte redentiva di Cristo l’uomo si 
trova in una situazione nuova: l’uomo è un perdonato. Il debito 
gli è stato rimesso, la sua condanna cancellata. “Colui che non 
aveva conosciuto peccato, Dio lo trattò da peccato in nostro 
favore, perché noi potessimo diventare per mezzo di lui 
giustizia di Dio” (2Cor 5,21). Il Padre ormai ci vede in Cristo: 
figli giustificati. Il mio peccato può ancora indebolire il mio 
rapporto filiale con il Padre, ma non può eliminarlo. Più che dal 
suo peccato l’uomo è determinato dal perdono infinitamente 
misericordioso di Dio: “Il peccato dell’uomo è un pugno di sab-
bia - così san Serafino di Sarov - la misericordia divina un mare 
sconfinato”. La miseria umana s’immerge nell’accoglienza pu-
rificatrice di Dio. Se questa è la novità portata da Cristo, anche 
il perdono umano deve adeguarsi ai parametri divini: “Siate 
misericordiosi come misericordioso è il Padre vostro” (Lc 6,36). 
Se il Padre guarda l’uomo come perdonato in Cristo, io non lo 
posso guardare come un condannato. Se il Padre ci accoglie in 
Cristo così come siamo per trasfigurarci in lui, l’accoglienza 
benevola diventa un bisogno della vita, una beatitudine. La co-
munità cristiana non pretende di essere una società di perfetti, 
ma vuole essere un luogo di perdono, una società di perdonati 
che ogni giorno gusta la gioia della benevolenza paterna e de-
sidera renderla manifesta nel perdono reciproco.
