CRUCIFIXION AND DEATH OF JESUS
Yeshua is portrayed as Passover
Lamb in five NT passages: John 1:29,
1:35-36, | Corinthians 5:6-7, | Peter
1:18-19, and Revelation 5:6.
Isaiah 53 describes Yeshua as the
"lamb led to the slaughter" and ex-
plains the purpose was to take the
punishment of our sins.
Those who believe, receive, con-
fess, and call on Yeshua's Name are
delivered from judgment they
should have received because of
their sins.
PERFECTION OF JESUS, RECEIVING
HIM GIVES US LIFE
Hebrews 9:11-10:18 describes
how Yeshua was the perfect sacri-
fice.

In John 7:37ff and John 8:12ff Yeshua, on the last day of Sukkot (the GREAT
HOSSANA (Hoshana Rabba)) taught on having the Living Water and having
the Light of Life (pictures of Yeshua's Presence with us, in good measure
now, AND assurance that one day we will go to always be with Him.)

They were to live outside in temporary dwellings just as they had in their
40 journey through the wilderness before God brought them into the
Land. This was to remind them that He guided Israel via His Manifest
Presence expressed as the Cloud by day and the Fire by night. Sukkot is all about knowing God's Presence with us, leaving our earthly
dwellings, and seeing Him as more necessary that the light of the Sun.

Elsewhere in The Torah (Numbers 29:12ff) instructions are given for 70
bulls to be sacrificed over the course of Sukkot, representing a sacrifice
for each and every nation of the world.

1 Thesselonias 4:16-18 says we are to be comforted by the fact that one
day Yeshua will gather us to Himself and so "shall we ever be with JeHoVaH."

This will happen at the FINAL Trumpet's sounding (1 Corinthians 15:52).

Solomon dedicated The Temple on Sukkot (2 Chron 7). “The Tabernacle of God” will be with men (Revelation 21:3).
