 5. Substitute the word "learn" for the word "fail.
 6. Try very hard to celebrate your successes.

Maybe seeing a new style of art can inspire you, a friend's attempt into "foreign" territory will give you a nudge or turn the page of a
magazine and see colors in a new way.
