Rev Damian Szewczyk, born December 13, 1984 in the city of Lublin, Po-

land, and was ordained to the priesthood June 6, 2009 for the Diocese of 

Lublin. 

 

Fr. Damian received his Masters Degree (Licensiate) from the Salesian 

Pontifical University of Rome in Youth Ministry and the Evangelization of 

the young in Polish parishes.  In 2015, he was asked by his bishop to con-

tinue his studies for a doctoral program from the Salesian Pontifical Uni-

versity on the Pastoral Theology of Youth Ministry. In 2019 he will have 

completed his research and studies and present his thesis for the Defense. 

 

His thesis considers models and standards present in the Catholic Church 

for the Pastoral formation and renewal of youth in the dioceses of Poland 

and the English speaking countries of England and Ireland. 

 

Fr. Damian is able to minister in the following languages: English, Italian, 

Portuguese, Polish. Upon his completion with our parish, he will transfer 

to a parish for summer ministry in Lugano, Switzerland where he will re-

main for the month of August. Subsequently, Fr. Damian will travel in 

September to the Shrine of St. Rita of Cascia in northern Italy (Umbria) to 

assist in spiritual renewal programs of pilgrims to the shrine before return-

ing to Rome in completion of his doctoral program. 

 

We welcome him among us for the month of July and hope his ministry 

will be fruitful for all of us.

(the Pallottines). 
The original name 
was restored in 
1947. He is buried 
in the church of 
San Salvatore in 
Onda. He is con-
sidered the fore-
runner ofCatholic 
Action. His feast 
day is January 22.
