Every child must sing a solo with an accompaniment track.
(The SWOC musicals are performed with accompaniment
tracks-without voices-and we must hear each child’s ability to sing with a track. This is a different skill than
singing along with a piano, guitar, recording artists, or a cappella!) You are welcome to bring your own
accompaniment track or we can provide you with an accompaniment CD with a song from last year’s
musical. You may pick up the CD from the church office anytime after receiving this letter. Each
accompaniment CD that is borrowed must be returned at the time of your child’s audition because of
copyright regulations.

WE ARE ALSO PLANNING TO HAVE TWO DANCE GROUPS. | would like to have both a TAP DANCE
number as well as a Christian RAP group. Please mark your audition form indicating you are interested in
one or both of those groups. Dress comfortably for learning a short dance step.

DETAILS:

During the tryout we will work with your child for 10 to 15 minutes. Please remain in the foyer during this
time. This gives us an opportunity to work with your child one-on-one, without distractions. (I will have a
lady assisting me during the auditions.)

All children must put preparation into their auditions; they must know their songs well! Please inform your
children that, in the interest of time, they might not be able to sing the entire song. After the child sings a
portion of the song, we will ask the child to read a few lines from a script and perhaps imitate some easy
choreography. Dance auditionees will have harder choreography. If there is a question about any of this,
do not hesitate to call me before the tryouts.
