Accepting the Great Commission means accepting the role as teacher to disciple and teach others that which He has commanded. 
5. As a minister of reconciliation we are called to share the Good News to all peoples, at all times, everywhere and at any time. We are to be motivated to reach the un-reached with the Gospel, the hope of Christ and the love of God.

Games Overview

1. Fishers of Men- Calling the Disciples 

“Come follow me, and I will make you fishers of men” Matthew 4:19
Hooked Game 

You will need 6 copies of the hooked PDF from the resource disk, print them out and write the words from the verse on each fish (note “and I” and “of men” are on one fish.).

Tape a bent paper clip on each to form a hook. You will need to make or buy fishing poles. Two teams race to hook the words, put them in the right order, and lay out the fish in the fastest time. 

2. The Vision of the Harvest – 

“So pray to the Lord who is in charge of the harvest; ask him to send out more workers for his fields.” Matthew 9:38

Harvest Relay Game

You will need one copy of the PDF harvest, lots of old newspapers, and one roll of masking tape for each team. Teams race to roll a stalk of wheat up from the newspaper, they must roll enough stalks for them to stand up by themselves, the last relay runner can then tape them together, they must tape the harvest verse to the stalk to finish the relay. 

3. The Greatest in the Kingdom- Servant hood 

“The Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve.” Matthew 20:28

Waiter Relay

You will need 2 copies of each page from the Waiter PDF file for two teams. Each team picks a customer who will put the courses (words of the verse) in the right order. You will need 36 paper plates, cut out the courses from the file and tape to one plate, tape another plate on top to hide the words from the verse inside (Use only one or two pieces of tape to create a hinge. Do not tape the plates completely closed.) You will need four tables, one each for the customers and one each for the waiters. Have the waiters stand in line and have them one at a time race to the customer. The customer must receive the courses in order or refuse them and send them back to the kitchen. The team who has delivered all the plates to the customer in the right order wins.

  Two by Two Tag Game (no supplies needed)                                                                                             Game One Rules- Pick some one to be it, tell them they must chase some one, tag them, and then take the person by the hand and bring them back to “home” base. Time the game with a stop watch and see how many seconds it takes to tag everyone one by one.

Game Two Rules- Some person is it again, they chase some one, tag them and than take the person by the hand back to “home” base, this time the two can go out and tag, who ever goes to “home” base can then go and tag and help “it” with tagging everyone in the room. Time the game using a stop watch and compare the time.

Reaching the whole world with the gospel seems like an impossible task, but you seen how much quicker things can go if you work together. And if you instruct the person you tag to go and tag others.

· From the News Desk- highlight the headline story (can be enriched with video clips). 

MC- On the banks of the Jordan River yesterday, an unknown carpenter’s son created quite a stir, as on-lookers witnessed a very unusual baptism. John the Baptist has been baptizing in the Jordan but eyewitness’ have stated this was unlike others. A voice, said to have come from heaven, was heard apparently identifying the man as the “Son”. The voice said “You are my Son, whom I love, with you I am well pleased”. Some are calling the man the Son of God- the Messiah. As the unidentified man left several others followed. Apparently reports are coming in that the man had been walking up to fishermen near the bank and commanding them to drop their nets and follow Him- that He would make them Fishers of Men. At last report there were 5 men following Him. Andrew, John, and a man called Simon. The carpenter’s son has renamed this man “Peter”. Today two more men have joined this man, Phillip and Nathanael. An inside source claims he is looking for about 12 disciples to follow Him. That of course is unconfirmed, at this time. We are going to go directly to our man on the street- Ace Reporter. He’s interviewing one of these men right now. Ace can you tell us what’s happening on the scene right now? (play video clip of Ace or have mini skit performed to the side of the set)

Ace Reporter- The scene is one of excitement even now _________

The crowds have died down a bit, but there are several witnesses still hanging around waiting for this man- the Son of God- “Jesus” to return. It has been confirmed that the man’s name is Jesus. He is a carpenter’s son, from Nazareth. I have with me one of the men, who are following this man- Nathanael. Sir, can you tell us what all the excitement is about?

Nathanael- Well my friend Phillip actually asked me if I was willing to follow Jesus. I had my doubts- I mean I thought what good can come out of Nazareth anyway, but Phillip convinced me to at least meet Him. 

Ace- And you meet this man? What did you think after talking with Him?

Nathanael- Oh I’m convinced He is the Son of God. I was sitting under a tree when Phillip came and told me about Jesus. We went to meet Him, He knew all about me He even told me what I was doing just before I came. He said I saw you underneath the tree. Phillip hadn’t told Him! He just knew. I figure if He knew what I was doing when He sent Phillip, He probably knows what I need to be doing next. I’m going to follow Him, and be one of His disciples.

It has been confirmed that Jesus- a carpenter’s son, from Nazareth- is indeed the Son of God. I have with me one of the men, who are following this man- Peter. Sir, can you tell us what is happening now?

Peter- Well we’ve been walking for days, every where we go the crowds are growing. News is getting around; just yesterday he raised a little girl from the dead! He just laid hands on her and she lived! It was amazing! 
Ace- And you saw this happen?  

Peter- Oh He has healed so many, my own mother-in-law had a fever and as soon as He touched her she was well! Even the demon- possessed are healed at His command! He looked over the crowd today and said, “They’re like sheep with out a shepherd, look the harvest is plentiful but the workers are few”, He loves each and every one we’ve meet on the road. Eye witnesses are reporting large crowds of people and the religious leaders are getting worried about the following this man- the Son of God- has gathered every where He has gone. Reports of healings are still pouring in! There are some reports of unrest in the political ranks of the small group of disciples; apparently some are worried about who is second in command. There are a lot of political questions this morning, as even more followers have gathered just outside of the city Jerusalem. Jesus has made a statement to the press- He has said “The Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve.” Some are understanding this to mean that His disciples should only be concerned with serving and not concerned with who is perhaps more important than another, or other issues which might cause unrest in the group. We are going to go directly to our man on the street- Ace Reporter. He’s interviewing one of the witnesses’ right now. We may be able to get more insight in this… Ace can you tell us what’s happening there now? (play video clip of Ace or have mini skit performed to the side of the set)

Ace Reporter- The scene is one of excitement even now _________

There are several witnesses still hanging around- Here with me are James, his brother John, and his mother. James and his brother both used to be fishermen until Jesus came to them and called them to follow Him. Mame, what can you tell me about the leadership direction this Jesus of Nazareth is taking? 
Mother- I asked Jesus if he would allow my two sons to sit with him, one on His right and one on the left side, in His Kingdom. But He said it was not up to Him, but for His Father to decide. 
Ace- Do you mean His father the carpenter? 
James- No, No! He meant our heavenly Father- God. Everything Jesus does is because His Father told Him to. It’s not important what role you have in the kingdom, anyway, what’s important is that you do what you are called to do. Not one person is more important than another, that’s not the way He looks at it. If you’re a servant you serve to help others not to benefit your self.

John- It is just like He was saying the other day. He told us a parable about a land owner who hired workers, some came early in the morning to work, and others came late. But the land owner paid everyone the same. Some people don’t think that’s fair. But Jesus said the Kingdom of God is like that. Everyone is considered an equal. There’s only one land owner.

MC- Reports of unrest in Jerusalem today, this just in. Just days ago, Jesus of Nazareth, the confirmed Son of God, was arrested and sentenced to crucifixion, He was buried in a tomb, and a stone was placed in front of the tomb. Reports of three eye witnesses early this morning have confirmed, yes I said confirmed- the body is in fact missing! As unbelievable as this may sound, there are reports of eyewitnesses claiming to have seen Jesus after the crucifixion. Reports are coming in that the disciples had been hiding in a upper room on the roof of a local, another believer, when Jesus came to them. Reports of bribery- on the part of the guards watching the tomb have come in, but are not carrying much weight as the disciples have seen Jesus and in fact are sharing others what is being referred to as “The Great Commission”. We have a statement from the Risen Christ- He has made His statement, and I quote… “All authority has been given to me in heaven and on earth. “Go therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and the son, and the Holy Spirit.” We are going to go directly to our man on the street- Ace Reporter. He’s interviewing one of the witnesses’ right now- one of the eye witnesses- that had seen Jesus after the crucifixion. We may be able to get more insight in this… Ace can you tell us what’s happening there now? (play video clip of Ace or have mini skit performed to the side of the set)

Ace Reporter- The scene is one of excitement even now _________

There are several witnesses still hanging around- apparently some of these bystanders saw Jesus go up into the sky and in a cloud just vanish. There are reports of angels and Jesus being what they are calling “Being taken up” in to the sky, stay with me, I’m going to see if I can interview one of the witnesses here and get an eyewitness account of the events that just moments ago took place…Sir, can you tell us what happened here?

Matthew- It was amazing. Jesus had warned us in the vineyard the time was near, that He would leave us but that He would be back. And he was. He was- He is alive! He explained so much to us, yeah, He came back to tell us we would not be alone, that He would send a helper. 
Ace- And you talked with Him? Did you see Him alive?
Matthew- Yeah, He told us to teach others to be disciples. That was His mission on earth, to share the Good News about the Kingdom of God and now it is our mission to carry on until He returns again. The mission of every believer! To share with others how to enter the Kingdom of God, and to disciple them in how to live in the kingdom!
Ace- You heard it here first on GNN. The Good News Network. An interesting turn of events here in Israel and all over the globe as the mission of Jesus will continue on in the work of every believer.

MC- Today a human interest story is making headlines in the city of Jericho. A traveler was on the road enroute to Jericho when several masked men attacked him, and stole all his personal belongings as well as some wares he was bring to the market in Jericho. There are reports that at least two men passed him on the road beaten and left for dead. A Samaritan was passing by on this same road and saw the man beaten and lying in the ditch. He cleaned the man up, and bandaged up his wounds. The Samaritan then brought the man to Jericho and left him in the room of an inn. He told the inn keeper to keep a room for the beaten man until he had recovered. Reports are that the Samaritan actually paid for the room and told the inn keeper that if the bill exceeded what he had paid to send the bill to him. The story is getting quite a bit of attention as the relationship between the Jews and the Samaritans has always been one of indifference and the two groups of people do not get along. We are going to go directly to our man on the street- Ace Reporter. Live in the city of Jericho- he’s interviewing both the inn keeper and the man who was found on the road beaten right now. We may be able to get more insight in this
crime and the reaction of the man rescued by the Samaritan. Ace can you tell us what’s happening there now? (play video clip of Ace or have mini skit performed to the side of the set)

Ace Reporter- I’m here at the inn in Jericho with the inn keeper and the man found on the side of the road. The Good Samaritan brought the man here on the back of a donkey, he had already tended to his wounds and left him here to recovery under the care of the inn keeper.
…Sir, can you tell us if the reports of the Good Samaritan are true, did he actually pay the bill for this stranger?
Inn Keeper- Yes that’s true. He paid the bill for him, and even left extra money for food. He said if the bill came to even more he would be back to settle the bill. I was really surprised to find out that the man was a Samaritan. 

Ace- Where you surprised as well that the man who had saved you- saved your life in fact- was a Samaritan?

Man- I sure was. Jews and Samaritans don’t associate with one another. I was brought up to believe I should stay clear of Samaritans. 

Ace- What do you think of Samaritans now?

Man- Well if I ever see one in need I know I won’t be able to turn my back and walk away without trying to help. Two other guys just walked by, one of them was a temple worker! I still can’t believe that he didn’t even try to help, it’s not right to just leave someone lying on the side of the road like that. I don’t know what would have happened to me if the good Samaritan hadn’t have stopped to help.
