Even with no other set or props, costumes can set the scene for an exciting and creative learning environment. Try these ideas on and let the characters come to life…

· Men’s suits in dark colors

Clip Art

Photocopy clip art onto overhead transparency film and trace onto cardboard, paint in bright eye catching colors. Hang a large badge from the ceiling, or hide a sneaky spy in the corner of the room.
The Stage

Even without the resources of PowerPoint and LCD projectors you can still create a Spy School classroom. Set a large desk and chair center stage, add a couple of filing cabinets. Add a door cut from cardboard and painted with wood gain detail. Cut a window out of the door and cover with frosted contact paper. Then stencil writing on the door in black paint “Spy School Academy” or “Mission Detective Agency”.  Attach the door to the wall; add a few plants, a coat rack (with trench coat and hat), and a few flood lights for effect. Hang a global map on another wall. Enlarge the codes from the Spy School Exercise Book and draw on poster board to decorate the walls for a simpler more modern theatre set. Rent an old detective movie from the 50’s (Dick Tracy style) and check out the sets used in old Hollywood, or Spy Kids movies for  newer high tech set ideas.
