A Time to Celebrate! By Ron Sawka

“But Jael, Heber’s wife, picked up a tent peg and a hammer and ... drove
the peg through his temple into the ground, and he died” (Judg. 4:21).
“Enlarge the place of your tent, stretch your tent curtains wide, do not hold
back; lengthen your cords, strengthen your stakes. For you will spread out
to the right and to the left; your descendants will dispossess nations and
settle in their desolate cities (Isa. 54:2-3).

Celebrating Hebrew months brings increase.

A few days ago, it dawned on me that | had been celebrating first fruits
each month for ten years now. One of the results of celebrating/focusing
on God's blessings for each Hebrew month is to help bring us into His
blessing and fullness in our lives.

Additionally, each Hebrew year is also named by God. This year is 5776
(which began in September, during Tishrei [the seventh Hebrew month]).
Since we are approaching the year's halfway point, | though it would be
good to review what this year is about:

1. It's the year of connection—Vav is the Hebrew letter which also serves
as the number six (5776). Pictographically, its a peg or a
nail. Grammatically, it also functions as an “and.” When you think of this
prophetically, you can easily see how the Lord wants to “connect” things
for us. He wants to connect our thoughts to His, and bring us into right
alignment and connection.

2. Future promises fulfilled now—Vav can also change a future-tense verb
into the past tense and vice versa. Thus, we can say that this is a year
when we will see promises (future) become present now. | know its true
for me, and I'm also hearing from many that there is a strong sense of
promises coming to fulfillment.

3. A time for decisive victory over mindsets—Jael took a tent peg—
a vav—and drove it through the head of Sisera, the enemy’s commander
(Judg. 4:21). God not only wants us to experience victories, but also to
destroy any of the old mindsets that allow the enemy to come back and try
to regain control.

4. A time to expand and grow—In Isaiah 54, they were told to stretch out
their tents. In other words, take that tent peg and reach out beyond what
the present is. God wants us to grow. At last week’s meeting in Sano, we
did a simple prophetic act of stretching out and driving the tent peg into
new ground.
