What Is Your Strateqy against the Anti-Christ Spirit?

Celebrating and shouts of joy will set others free!

“So the people shouted when the priests blew the trumpets. And it happened
when the people heard the sound of the trumpet, and the people shouted with
a great shout, that the wall fell down flat” (Josh. 6:20).

“Tomorrow | will stand on the top of the hill with the rod of God in my hand.”
So Joshua did as Moses said to him, and fought with Amalek. And Moses,
Aaron, and Hur went up to the top of the hill. And so it was, when Moses held
up his hand, that Israel prevailed; and when he let down his hand, Amalek
prevailed” (Exod. 17:9-11).

Last week while driving to our scheduled First Fruits celebration in Sendai, |
became very aware of the need to have a strategy against the anti-Christ
spirit. | noticed a sense of pessimism, melancholy, and gloom in the
atmosphere—and further noticed how easy it would be to give in to that.

Those are indicators of the anti-Christ spirit at work. As its name suggests, the
anti-Christ spirit's main goal is to oppose Jesus. Where Jesus is, there will be
life and all the things that go with it. There will be a sense of excitement and
anticipation of good things about to happen, as well as a sense that all things
are possible. Faith, hope, and love will all be strong. And where faith, hope,
and love are, there will also be the boundless presence of God coupled with
His continual blessing and working.

The anti-Christ spirit attempts to squelch and prevent this by getting us to think
and feel the opposite. It wants us to think we are alone and that our efforts are
insignificant. Thus, it's no wonder that one of the focuses of this month of Adar
is to gain a strategy against the anti-Christ spirit.

What is this strategy? It's all wrapped up in the theme for this month. Choose
to celebrate. Choose to be joyful. Choose to shout! When we do so, we
become like Moses. When his arms were raised (holding up the rod of
authority), Joshua prevailed in the battle down below. But when his arms
dropped, Joshua began to be beaten. We need to choose to stay in joy.
Choose to celebrate; choose to shout. It will keep that rod of authority lifted
high. It will not only help you, but will also help others around you. | felt the
Lord give the following prophecy:

“The Lord says, ‘Even as you daily choose to be joyful and celebrate, you will
not only see victory for yourself, but also for your family. Some around you
that have been wavering will grow strong. Others that have been on the verge
will now choose to enter in. Miracles that have been waiting at your door will
now enter as you choose to celebrate.”
