Prophesying Breaks the Siege! By Ron Sawka

“Then Elisha said, ‘Hear the word of the Lord. Thus says the
Lord: “Tomorrow about this time a seah of fine flour shall be sold
for a shekel, and two seahs of barley for a shekel, at the gate of
Samaria™" (2 Kings 7:1).

In 2 Kings 67, the city had been under siege, which resulted in
extreme famine. What “food” there was had been marked up to
ridiculously high prices (see 2 Kings 6:25). Elisha knew things were
coming to a climax and that the king was on his way to arest him.
When the king entered, Elisha prophesied that in twenty-four hours
the siege would be broken and that food prices would retumn to
normal. That is exactly what happened. His prophecy broke the siege.

| felt that many of us have been under siege for a long time. You may
have been faithful in doing what the Lord has asked, yet the results
have not met your expectations. There probably has been a dearth of
supply and revelation. | knew the Lord was saying that now was time
He wanted to break that. | further sensed Him telling me that it would
be done through prophesying. | knew that if | would prophesy, it would
“break” something.

Elisha received the “double anointing” after being separafed from
Elijah (the fiery chariot separated the two men). It's the same thing
that Joshua experienced after God told him that Moses was dead
(Josh. 1:2). And after Abraham separated from Lot, God declared the
whole land was for him (Gen. 13:14-15). For us, the meaning is as
follows: Before the Lord can take us to the next level, He has to get us
to separate from the old system or mindset. Sometimes this even
involves being separated from certaln people who would otherwise
hold us back.

To summarize:

o Now is the time for the siege in your life/ministry/business
to be broken.

¢ It will be broken by our prophesying. Begin to prophesy to
any siege that may be against you—declaring that now is
the time for it to be broken—and it will break suddenly.

e We won't move into this until we allow the Lord to separate
us from old things. Or if He has separated you from
someone unexpectedly, don't fret, but continue to thank
Him because it's the only way He could give you the double
anointing or cause you to increase. :
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
