Intercession for Okinawa

Last week, June 231 was the Memorial Day and it marked the 71st
anniversary of the end of the battle in Okinawa. At 8:06 in the
morning, March 26t 1945, U.S. military started landing on
Akajima island, Okinawa; It was the first day of the war in
Okinawa. More arrived on April 1 until June 23 when Commander
Ushijima committed suicide. Okinawans fought as human shields
for Japan against the American bombs. 1/4 of the population of
Okinawa was lost in the battle for Okinawa and over
236,660people  died (Okinawan 147,959people, mainland
Japanese 74,407people, American 14,005people, English
82people, Taiwanese 28people, North Korean 82people, South
Korean 97people).

On March 25, when word came that US forces were landing on
Okinawa, people panicked and the Japanese military started
ordering people to commit suicide in groups. “Gyokusai” was
emphasized which means to die heroically in battle as a shield. It
implied loyalty to the Emperor and their country. They were
convinced that it was better to commit suicide than be captured by
the enemy. This was the widespread belief in the Ryukyu islands.
Perhaps this nationalistic spirit could still exist in us as even after
we become Christians and for some Japanese Christians, it is built
into their spiritual foundation. However, we know God has
promised us that we are over comers in our spiritual battle by the
cross of Jesus. And our battle is not against flesh and blood either.
This spiritual battle is won by the word of God, prayer, and the
cross of Jesus. We need to lift up our standard, the cross, higher
than anything else and intercede for Okinawa that strongholds be
broken and that she will be set free.

® In this season, Okinawans will be doing ancestor worship
more than usual, because the memorial day for the was is
coming up on June 234d. We, Christians, intercede for
Okinawa that God would remove the veil that covers their
spiritual eyes so they can see that true spirit behind ancestor
worship which is death.

® Pray for reconciliation and healing between Okinawa and
mainland Japan, Okinawa and the other Ryukyu Islands, and
Okinawa and the States.

® Pray for churches in Okinawa that they will be strong,
blessed, healed, and to be in the spiritual battle with
boldness in the Holy Spirit.
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
