Resting to Minister to the Lord

1. Resting Is Not Optional—Even God rested and instituted resting
on the seventh day. We read, “And on the seventh day God ended
His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day
from all His work which He had done” (Gen. 2:2). | point this out
because there are still some who think Sabbath rest is part of the
law that was abolished. Not so. Resting is one of the principles of
creation. | think further exploration of this truth of resting will show
that it is vital to real creativity.

2. We Receive a Special Anointing When We Rest—It's not just
absence of physical or mental activity. There is a special blessing
God puts on the day of rest and on us when we rest. “Then God
blessed the seventh day and sanctified it, because in it He rested
from all His work which God had created and made” (Gen. 2:3).

3. Resting Allows Us to Be Successful—When we rest, we enter
into God’s work. Thus, we can be successful in our work because
we are not striving in our own works, but are doing those things He
created for us from before the foundation of the world. “For we are
His workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which
God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them” (Eph.
2:10).

4. Resting Brings Us into Miracles—I am amazed at some
incredibly miraculous things we have seen the Lord do through us
during this month of rest. The truth is that He has many, many
miracles prepared for us to do, but if we don't rest in Him, then we
won't be able to see them or enter into them. “Most assuredly, |
say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees
the Father do; for whatever He does, the Son also does in like
manner. For the Father loves the Son, and shows Him all things
that He Himself does; and He will show Him greater works than
these, that you may marvel” (John 5:19-20).

5. Resting Allows the Lord to Mold Us into His Special People—It's
a sign of covenant between us and Him. Note the meaning of
sanctified or holy is “special.” God intends for us to be ones who
carry His glory and have great influence for the kingdom of God.
He can work this into us when we rest in Him. “Moreover | also
gave them My Sabbaths, to be a sign between them and Me, that
they might know that | am the Lord who sanctifies them” (Ezek.
20:12).

6. Resting Is Ministering to the Lord—Ministering to Him always
results in good things happening, including a release of revelation
and new strategies. “As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the
Holy Spirit said, ‘Now separate to Me Barnabas and Saul for the
work to which | have called them™ (Acts 13:2). | know God has
given me some key strategies this month, and | am sure many of
you have also received the same.
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
