The Day of Atonement by Robert Heidler

God wants us to begin every year with a tangible experience of His
Presence. The fall feasts give us a four-step “countdown” to experience
God's Glory. These steps are...

1. The Feast of Trumpets — A wake-up call! A time set by God to call you
to attention.

2. The Days of Awe — An extended time of seeking Him.

3. The Day of Atonement — A time for your fellowship with God to be
restored.

4. The Feast of Tabernacles — An appointed time to experience God's
Presence.

The Day of Atonement is a day to REPENT and be RESTORED. It's a
time to deal with anything in your life that would hinder fellowship with a
holy God. It's a time to receive a fresh anointing of the LIFE of God. Heb.
12:1 is a perfect description of the Day of Atonement. It says, “Let us
throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and
let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us.”

The Day of Atonement is the HOLIEST day of the year. The word “Holy”
means, “set apart, special; unlike any other.” The Day of Atonement is the
most “special” day of the year. It's a day appointed by God for a very
important purpose. Unlike the other “appointed times” in God's calendar,
the Day of Atonement is not a FEAST, but a FAST! The Day of Atonement
is not a day to rejoice and celebrate. It's a day to humble yourself before
God by fasting.

The Day of Atonement was designed to answer the question, “How can a
sinful man enjoy fellowship with a holy God?" The Bible teaches that we
were created to dwell with God. The desire for His PRESENCE is built
into us. Without it, there is something missing. Apart from God's presence,
there’s an emptiness inside that nothing else can satisfy. Our problem is
that when sin entered the world, it cut us off from His presence. God hates
sin. He hates what it does to us. He hates the sickness, pain, suffering,
and loss it produces. Sin is a violation of His character. It robs Him of what
He deserves. The book of Romans tells us that the wrath of God is
aroused against all sin.

To restore fellowship, sin had to be covered. That's what atonement does!
When atonement is made, every sin, every failure of the past is covered!
When atonement has been made, you can face the future with no guilt, no
regret and no shame. Atonement opens the door to His presence. When
atonement is made, we can come to Him freely and experience His glory!
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
