Celebrating Tabernacles by Ron Sawka

Now we are in the Feast of Tabernacles. One of the major problems that
crept into the church after Constantine was dividing activities into secular
and spiritual. The wrong idea that rapidly spread was that doing church
activities—praying, praising, or even being a minister—was spiritual and
that God was involved. But when we're not in church or doing those
specific things, then it's secular and He’s not involved. This kind of
thinking is damaging and has great negative effect. Christians
inadvertently switch from “being with God” to “time out” (where He’s not
involved). But the truth is God is always with us and we are worshippers in
all that we are and do. Even our work is worship (the Hebrew words for
work and worship are basically the same).

The point of celebrating the Feast of Tabernacles is not to have a
temporary booth to do something “religious” in, but to make a space to
“hang out” with God. It's a living lesson that He wants to be with us in
every part of our daily lives, whether we're alone or conversing with family
and enjoying a meal.

Observing the Feast of Tabernacles is linked with the rain of the Holy
Spirit. When we deliberately choose to “live with/dwell with God” in every
part of our lives, we will likewise find the Holy Spirit raining upon us in
everything. Our work will be blessed, our relationships will be blessed,
and our will our families be blessed. We will become more and more like
Daniel, of whom it was said, “An excellent spirit was in him” (Dan. 6:3).

During this weeklong Feast of Tabernacles, sure, go ahead and set up a
booth in your house. Spend time there hanging out with your family and
with the Lord. You will find yourself increasingly living in the truth that God
is with you all the time. As such, you will abound in the fullness of the Holy
Spirit.
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
