Il God needs for you
to do is make up in
your mind that you

will not be a victim any-
more. With victory begins a
guality decision. To receive
any promise of God it re-
quires a step of faith. Since
Jesus is the author and fin-
isher of our faith, we must
begin by seeking him for the
answer.

In the natural world, when
you are doing business,
the more you know
about a product or ser-
vices the less likely you
will be taken advantage
of. The same is true
about your adversary,
the more you know
about him, the devil, the less
he will be able to get over on
you. Our text says he prowls
around like a roaring lion
looking for a victim. First,
let us define a victim: some-
one who has suffered loss by
being swindled or duped by
some act, condition or cir-
cumstance. Therefore, Satan
is searching for individuals
who appear deceivable, and
easy to take advantage of.
Notice the text gives you

[1 Peter 5:8]

some insight on the devil’s
limited power, because if he
has to look for someone,
then it means he cannot de-
stroy everyone. The victims
of his sinister plans will be
those who do not possess a
solid understanding of the
word God. The Bible says
my people are not destroyed
because we have a mean
devil, but because of a lack
of knowledge.

This cycle of victimization
can be destroyed, but it
begins by receiving the

anointing that comes

through God’s word.

This cycle of victimization
can be destroyed, but it be-
gins by receiving the anoint-
ing that comes through
God’s word. We must pos-
sess a practical understand-
ing of who the enemy is and
how he operates. No better
way to do that then to first
establish who he is not. He
iSs not some fictitious red
man with horns and a long
tail, he is not a race of peo-
ple, and he is not even your

spouse. He is not a flesh and
blood individual, though he
may manifest himself
through various people, but
he is a cruel maniacal, spiri-
tual force that operates
through the force of fear to
steal, kill, and destroy. He
has so shrewdly wrapped
himself up in this world’s
system that most people do
not even believe he still ex-
ists. The world has em-
braced Satan today as if he
is not the Prince of
Darkness.

Fear, as we noted, has
suddenly become a
very marketable com-
modity.

What
we do is tell them where they
failed, and identify them by
their environment or circum-
stance instead of identifying
them by what is on the inside
of them. As we look around,
there are people with things
inside them that you would not
believe. There are dreams in-
side of people you would not

even imagine. Greatness is
wrapped up inside people who
are near you, but have not real-
ized their potential.

The key to unlimited living is
to not allow that which is
around us to define who you
are. A believer has to let that
which is inside their heart de-
fine them. You must under-
stand God never changes a life
from the outside in but from
the inside out. Many believers
are discouraged due to the lack
of knowledge of God’s proc-
ess. When God begins to work
in our lives, He moves on the
inside of our souls and works
out His will. By working from
the inside out He changes us
internally before He Changes

us externally.

[Proverbs 20: 27] T h e
human spirit is where God illu-
minates a man’s life.

cause of what He is projecting
from the inside of you.

abundantly above all you can
ask, think, dream or even imag-
ine according to the power that
works in you.

In other
words you can take somebody
who is full of faith and full of
potential and drop them in the
midst of the most adverse
situations and in a year they
will have turn it in to a beauti-
ful garden.

John 2] Real power is soul
power; you must possess self-
authority and declare, “Greater
is he that is within me than he
that is in the world!” [1 John

God in you is greater than your
debt. God in you is greater than
your disappointment. God in
you is greater than your obsta-
cles. When God is in you, He is
greater than all the stuff going
on around you. So if God says
you can, you can. If God says
you can buy it, you can buy it.
What determines my ability is
not what is around me, but
what is in me. Healing must
first become a part of your
spirit then it will show up in
your body. The same is true of

prosperity, when it becomes a
part of your spirit, then it will
show up in your pocket book.
If a person does not have a
prosperous spirit, no matter
how much money you give
him, he will always be broke.

How many people recognize
that which happens in their
lives begins on the inside.

It is almost like the
internet, when you find some
material that you want to
download onto your computer
you first download into the
mainframe. Then the material
manifests itself on your printer.
Ok, again this is how God
works. All of your promises
are in a spiritual atmosphere;
they are hanging out there
waiting on you to grab hold of
them by faith. You claim them
by faith and you download
them into your spirit (inside),
not your mind, or your feel-
ings. That is carnality when
you discern God based on feel-
ings alone. If you are not feel-
ing it on Tuesday and on Sun-
day, you do not know whether
you believe it or not. But when
you download the promise of
the word into your spirit and it
gets on the inside of you, when
all hell is breaking loose, you
stand in faith and authority de-
claring, “I will bless the Lord
at all times!” What you

Again, if you do not have any
prosperity in your soul, you
will not have it in your body or
your finances. [3 John 2] That
is why we have loads of people
in the church who have spirit
prosperity but no soul poverty.

What happens is our spirit will
grab things in the eternal
realm. The spiritual atmos-
phere of blessings has been
here, but we must lay hold to it.
[Ephesians 1:1-3] Every bless-
ing of God is floating around in
this atmosphere: miracles,
signs, and wonders. All we
have to do to get them is first
claim them by faith, then

download them into your spirit
and process it through your
mind.
